Information Nights 
 

Kindergarten information nights were held at all 
Hamilton area schools offering French Immersion in 
February and March.  Attendance averaged 20 
families at each session.  Parents learned about the 
FI curriculum, how their children will be immersed in 
French and the benefits  of learning a second 
language.  CPF volunteers attended each session to 
provide a parent perspective. 
 
At the end of each evening, CPF Hamilton 
representatives donated a French activity kit to the 
Kindergarten classroom.  òAmuse-toi bien!ò  is a set of 
games and activities that was especially developed 
for CPF as fun way to help with learning the language.

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French is not required to help with Homework! 
 

As a child's second language skills develop he/she will constantly transfer the skills learned from one 
language to the other. Give your children plenty of opportunity to read, write and express their 
thoughts and ideas. This will encourage them to develop their skills in both languages. 
 

Å Read to and with your child in your home language; 
Å Listen to your child read in French. Encourage comprehension by asking questions, but 

don't ask for a translation; 
Å Help your child with math using the same techniques you normally would in English (eg: 

adding and subtracting with coins or marbles). For written math problems, teach the child 
to concentrate on the meaning of each word and draw pictures to illustrate the solution; 
Å For social studies and science, your child can explain the topic and receive your help in 

English, even when the subject matter is in French; 
Å Provide French reference materials, especially a good French/English dictionary. In later 

years, books of French verbs and conjugations, grammar and spelling, and common 
French expressions and  idioms will be very useful; 
Å Make French a part of your child's life.  Encourage French reading, rent French music 

and videotapes. Visit your library for materials to borrow (French music CDs, magazines, 
DVDs, books on CD) Try French computer games and software to stir their interest; 
Å Take part in events and activities sponsored by CPF.
